COVID - Q.R. CODE

Please remember to sign in using the Q.R. code that is on the gates before entering the school
grounds, and once on the grounds maintain social distancing.

ADVENTURE PLAYGROUND

The Adventure Playground area is not supervised by a staff member before or after school and so
we ask that you do not play on the equipment at these times. As it is not a supervised area we
are not covered if an accident occurs, and so we ask for your cooperation when picking-up and
dropping off your children. Thank you!!

STUDENTS WITH SPECIAL MEDICAL NEEDS

To ensure the safety of all students we ask families of students with
special medical needs i.e., anaphylaxis, asthma, allergies, diabetes etc.
to:

e obtain a medical Action Plan from your child’s medical practitioner and
provide a copy to the school as soon as possible

e immediately inform the school in writing if there is a change in your
child’s medical condition, and if relevant obtain an updated medical
Action Plan to reflect this change

e provide an up to date photo of the student for the Action Plan when
that Plan is provided to the school and each time it is reviewed

e provide the school with medicine for example, an adrenaline auto-injector or ventolin that is
current (i.e. the device has not expired) for your child.

If your child requires medication whilst at school (e.g. antibiotics, eye drops etc) this must
be signed in at the office and we will call your child to the office to administer the
medication. Children should not have any medications (except asthma medication) on
their person or in their bags during the school day.
